Community Covenant

The following standards of behavior exist to provide for a safe community experience.
They govern all Youth Events sponsored by the Episcopal Diocese of New Jersey.

1. All participants are expected to act in a manner that demonstrates mutual respect and appropriate dress, language, and behavior.
2. No youth or adult shall possess, use, or be under the influence of illegal drugs, drug paraphernalia, alcohol, or tobacco products
during the event.

. If there are sleeping areas, no one is allowed to enter sleeping areas of the opposite sex during the event.

4. No possession or use of firearms, knives (including pocketknives), fireworks, lighters/matches, or other weapons of any kind.

5. Acts of violence and aggression (verbal and physical) will not be tolerated.

6. The physical property of the facility and the property of each person at the event will be respected.

7. There will be no sexual activity, sexual misconduct, sexually inappropriate communication, or harassment.

All participants are expected to remain on premises, be pres ent for all scheduled activities, and follow norms set for the entire event.
